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As we begin 2006 it is clear that some things
will never change; while change is inevitable
it is not necessarily for the best. Government
expectation regarding professional regula-
tion is high-sometimes even reasonable.
However, Regulatory Colleges are under
pressure, as never before. The watchwords are
openness, transparency, access to care and
scope of practice. Cold winds are blowing
but cool thinking can prevail. There will be changes in private offices and in
regulatory control.

The hygiene situation is a still smoldering danger. Sane minds and honest
battles are necessary for success. With member support, open minds and firm
principles, truth and justice will win the day.

NATIONAL POST ARTICLE ON DENTAL FRAUD

As many of you may have seen, a front-page article on fraud in the dental pro-
fession appeared in the National Post on December 7. The extensive amount of
time that the College Registrar Irwin Fefergrad spent with the reporter paid off,
with lengthy quotes. Overall the College was presented as fair and diligent in
protecting the public from fraud, and the problem is not as significant as por-
trayed by insurance companies. The College received congratulations from reg-
ulators here in Ontario and from across the country for so clearly presenting
the role of regulators.

NIHB ON-SITE AUDITS

On November 22, the College hosted a meeting of NIHB staff and the dental
working group at the RCDSO offices.

The College has taken a key leadership role nationally in moving these dis-
cussions forward, and in achieving a temporary halt to the on-site audits.

But with the change in senior staff at NHIB, this halt is now being revisit-
ed by NIHB.

FISCAL PICTURE

The operating budget for 2006 was approved at the October Council meeting,
and we are looking forward to yet another year with no fee increase, and a pro-
jected surplus. This College offers the dentists of Ontario the best deal going in
the country, since our fees include malpractice insurance coverage. The financial
diligence of both Council and staff has led to an expansion of membership serv-
ice and benefits, while securing the financial future of the organization and pro-
tection of the public.

ANAESTHESIA PROPOSED REGULATION

AMENDMENT
At its October meeting, Council unanimously agreed that, if the anaesthesia
portion of any oral and maxillofacial surgery program is accredited by the
Commission on Dental Accreditation of Canada, based on the accredited
national standard, any person graduating from that program can apply for a
specialty certificate in dental anaesthesia by passing the NDEB exams.

Council encouraged Dr. Dan Haas and Dr. George Sandor to approach the
Canadian Dental Association together to request national certification of the

specialty.

RHPA REVIEW

The Health Professions Regulatory Advisory Council is moving forward on tar-
get with its review of our governing legislation, the Regulated Health Professions
Act. It should be presenting preliminary recommendations very early in 2006.

We continue our open dialogue with HPRAC staff and consultants. In fact,
the College’s Registrar, Irwin Fefergrad, has been asked to assist the HPRAC
legal counsel in their deliberations.

At the College’s suggestion, the consultation was expanded to include
important input from the public members sitting on the regulatory colleges.
This consultation took place last week. The RCDSO has the largest and most
active representation.

The great work that this College does has been acknowledged time and
time again by HPRAC Chair Barbara Sullivan but there is no question that it
will no longer be business as usual. In fact, the Minister of Health has publicly
challenged the concept of self-regulation.

ACCESS TO PROFESSIONS FOR INTERNATIONALLY

TRAINED PROFESSIONALS

Last year the Ontario government commissioned a comprehensive study on
this issue by former provincial court judge George Thomson. He was asked to
review the regulatory community’s current appeals process, and to develop a
set of common principles and best practices for a fair registration and appeals
process.

His report was released early last month. As the Registrar reported to
Council, Thomson’s recommendations will have no impact on our processes.
By all measure of fairness, transparency, disclosure and objectivity, our regis-
tration process passed the test.

CDRAF

CDRAF, the new national organization representing dental regulators across
the country, now has a Web site. The address is www.cdraf.org, and it is avail-
able in both English and French. The College’s communications staff played an
instrumental role in the launch of the site.

INTERVIEW WITH CHIEF DENTAL OFFICER OF

CANADA
Dr. Peter Cooney, the new Chief Dental Officer of Canada, met with College
Council on October 26. He outlined his priority areas: a needs assessment
of Canadian populations, and a focus on establishing a case for the impor-
tance of oral health care, and identifying gaps in service and access. All mem-
bers will get a chance to hear first-hand from Dr. Cooney in a special one-
on-one interview with him in the winter issue of Dispatch.
NEW RECORDKEEPING PRACTICE ADVISORY
The new Advisory on ensuring the integrity of electronic records and compli-
ance with privacy legislation requirements is slated for distribution with the
winter issue of Dispatch in mid-February.

ADAM PITE FROM MEDOUTREACH

WAk are a group of seven medical, dentistry and
nursing students at the University of Western
Ontario\\e provide primary health care and edu-
cation to under priviliged communities in and
around the city of Arusha, Tanzania over the sum-
mer. Though our days spent in Africa this
summer are long past, the work has not
ended. Medoutreach 2005 has been busy
picking the team for the year ahead; writ-
ing our year end report for next years
team; doing our best to ensure that our
work began this summer is continuing
with the medical and dental personnel
that we worked with; and, trying to tie up
a number of remaining projects.

Your donation through your endow-
ment fund assisted us in many ways. |
had the opportunity to spend three days
travelling to CCF (Children for Children's
Future) in Maji ya Chai. The 56 children
here have made the choice to come off of
the streets and off drugs to be provided
with food, shelter, and access to school.
This has become one of the major proj-
ects of Medoutreach. The medical and
nursing students began medical screen-
ings on the children last year, and this was
continued by our group. | performed oral
screenings on all 56 children, resulting in
32 children receiving scaling, 9 requiring
extractions (due to extensive caries, or
major tooth malformations - including
gemination, fusion and general malfor-
mation), and 18 requiring restorations.
Again, this was one of our major efforts
from a medical/dental perspective, and
indeed it was one of our most rewarding.
The kids were absolutely amazing and we
became quite close to them - even
though a major language barrier existed
with almost every child. Our final major
effort involved teaching at secondary
schools in and around the city of Arusha.
This included Moshona, Kaloleni, Arusha
Day, Maji ya Chai, and Lamara Secondary
Schools where we taught topics ranging
from HIV/AIDS, sexuality and condom
use, to hygiene, first aid, substance
abuse... and of course, (and most relevant
to me) Oral Health. We taught the chil-
dren proper brushing technique and fre-
quency, and taught them our song "Piga

Mswaki" ("Brush your Teeth™) in Swahili
- actions and all! They absolutely loved it!
Our other major efforts involved provid-
ing sustainable projects to the people we
worked with. These are listed on the next
page and include such things as provid-
ing long-term food sources to the chil-
dren at CCF and other organizations. The
project that | am perhaps most proud of
is not even medically or dentally-related.
Last years team began a scholarship pro-
gram that enabled five children from very
poor families to attend the entire four
years of high school.

This year, Medoutreach 2005 was
able to expand the program to include 32
additional children!! \We believe that
enabling these children to attend high
school will have far-reaching benefits that
will hopefully make a tremendous mpact
upon the community in the future. Due
to the fact that Dr. Mhando's wife is on
the Arusha District School Board, we are
able to put the required funds directly
against these future students tuitions - a
task otherwise virtually impossible given
the extreme corruption that exists there
and in most other countries in Africa.

Medoutreach — a program which
began 20 years ago, is continuing to
expand its efforts and provide a greater
impact upon this region of Tanzania. As
a small group of health care students,
our ability to continue and develop this
program is completely dependent upon
support from our families, our friends,
and from our fellow colleagues. The

POLITICAL ACTION IN TORONTO EAST

As a representative of the Toronto East Dental Society | attended the evening session of the Political Action Meeting
on Thursday October 27, 2005 held at Queen’s Park. Also in attendance from Toronto East were Bruce Rubin,
Andrew Syriopoulos, and Bharana Sawhney. During the evening MPP’s came in and out of the reception. \We were
able to have discussions about dental issues and other concerns. | personally spoke to Mr. Kuldip Kular, Mr. George
Smitherman liberal MPPs, Mr. Howard Hampton, an NDP MPP and Mr. Norm Sterling a conservative MPP as well
as a number of aids. | made an effort to elicit comments from the MPPs on their position in regards to hygienists
obtaining the right to self initiate scaling procedures, When | mentioned this issue, all MPP’s that | spoke to indi-
cated that they tended to support the dentists’ position that this was dangerous to the public especially to those in
long term care facilities who had significant health problems. However, none of the MPP’s would commit publicly
to this position. | was told on several occasions that it was important for dentists to attend these functions as well
as other political functions so as to improve our visibility among politicians in general. What was less surprising
was that | was told how important it was to regularly contribute to political parties on an ongoing basis.

On Friday October 28, 2005 we also attended a meeting on legislative education and awareness for dentists.
We were addressed among others by the President of the ODA Jocelyn Pearce and our own Steve Abrams. Steve
gave a detailed account of his efforts to influence government in the improvement of social service funding for
dental procedures. We also heard from Frank Bevilacqua from the ODA on how societies could best influence the
political process. Mrs. Elizabeth Witmer, the former health minister in the conservative government, spoke on the
actions of the ODA and how it has positively influenced government thinking.

The message from these speakers was that political action dentists as well as other dentists must learn as much
about legislators as possible and should establish an ongoing relationship with these people and their aids. It is also
important that dentists should not be only
concerned with dental matters but be
concerned about other community mat-
ters as well. A relationship with legislators
must be ongoing and has to be nurtured.

To this end a committee, entitled the
Political Action Committee, is being
established by the Toronto East Dental
Society. The mandate of this committee is
to promote the interests of dentists and
the interests of the public in general. This
will be accomplished by encouraging
dentists to get involved in the political
process and to have the Toronto East
Dental Society aid these dentists in this
endeavor.

Dentists should continue to meet with
legislators at every opportunity both at
the formal level but also at informal levels
as well. Specifically we should encourage
these meetings. It would be good for den-
tistry and for the community in general if
more dentists were involved in the politi-
cal process. This can be done as easily as
attending a local dental society meeting
or a meeting of the executive of the
Toronto East Dental Society. All ODA
members are welcome at these meetings.
It only takes a phone call to myself or the
president Alan Goodman or any of the
executive to get your invitation to these
meetings.
